Dear LVU Families,
Preparations for the 2011 Lehigh Valley United Lou Ramos Classic tournament Labor Day weekend (Friday, Saturday, Sunday), are well underway.  Last year our tournament was rated the #3 Labor Day Tournament in the Nation for boys and #2 girls' soccer tournament in Pennsylvania.  So far, this year promises to be even better!  We have formed a partnership with the MAPS/MSSL League and YSC which will help us market our tournament to the best teams in the region and beyond.   Additionally, we are counting on our Team Representatives to spread the word by sending personalized invitations to quality teams they would like to see at our tournament.

Second: All LVU teams (including U15 and older Boys and Girls) will be required to provide volunteers to the tournament in areas such as concessions, field marshals, parking, etc.  
 
Third:  The tournament Ad Book is an opportunity for teams to earn money using the club's 501(c)3 Not for Profit status.   This means that all donations are tax deductible for the company/small business. All teams soliciting sponsorships/donations using the club's not for profit status will receive 30% of the sponsorship/donation amount.  The 30% you receive may be used toward the team budget or toward the individual player budget, whichever your team decides.  All teams must meet a minimum $300 sponsorship.  There are many, many types of tournament sponsorships and they are all spelled out in the attached documents. Jennifer Schriffert, our Sponsorship Committee Chairwoman, will will get in contact with all of the Team Representatives to review the documents and procedures.
